Last week we had a record high of clients who ctontbe Food Pantry hungry. We had
155 people come for food. In addition, we hadcaré high number of new clientele - 43%
new clients.

On June 27th, the Northern Indiana Food Bank inémims that our government
commodities were being cut approximately 50%. €lae the staples of our pantry -
peanut butter, vegetables, cereal, and fruits.h&Ve put our heads together and are getting
more and more creative in both our shopping andund raising. This year we have seen a
tremendous increase in both the number of cliesitgguthe pantry, as well as the cost of
keeping it running.

Last year we spent $12,000 for the products irFthad Pantry, and so far this year we have
spent approximately $9,100. We are writing to ldoandations for funding, planning a
fundraiser (details to follow), and planning to u8ta truck” at Kroger's on Ireland Road on
a Saturday in August.

How can you help?? Always by donating money, &d By providing staples that are
being cut back. Staples such as beans, macai@ipeanut butter, canned meats, canned
fruits and vegetables. Right now children areafigchool for the summer, so “food
friendly” lunch products (such as peanut butter jailg, macaroni and cheese, dry milk and
cereal) are needed.
